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A legacy is what we are leaving behind. 
I saw this week an investment firm that was called “The Legacy Group” That’s a 
pretty good name for a company that deals in summons future AND the future 

of their family. – As Christians I believe that we are to have wills and living trusts 
and powers of attorney in the waiting. 

 

What will you leave your children and grandchildren when you die?

3a.) Leaving them a legacy of faith   v.8 
 

Deuteronomy 6:8 
You shall bind them as a sign on your hand,

Sign  

Beacon, monument, prodigy, (something marvelous) evidence. 
You right is for war, love, comfort, provision, acceptance 

protection etc. 
 

Leaving them a real true Faith in Jesus Christ 
 

Faith by definition is radical. Faith in action is critical. 
 

“BUT HOW CAN I DO THIS?” 
So glad you asked 

 

Look at God’s Bible(s) 
Romans 10:17 

So then faith comes by hearing, and hearing by the word of God. 
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Psalm 19:1-2 
The heavens declare the glory of God; And the firmament shows His 

handiwork.  :2 Day unto day utters speech, And night unto night reveals 
knowledge.  :3 There is no speech nor language Where their voice is not heard.

This is the season to communicate your values 

That’s activating your biblical worldview - in your home. 
Your worldview begins at home and emanates out from there. 

 
As Parents – we are leaving a legacy for the +/- 

 

:9 You shall write them on the doorposts of your 
house and on your gates. 

 
(Wherever they go – it’s in their head and heart) 

College / Business / Marriage / Ministry / Vacation / you name it

3c.) Leaving them a legacy of servanthood worship v.9 
 
 
 
 

Deuteronomy 6:8-9 
You shall bind them as a sign on your hand, and they shall 

be as frontlets between your eyes.  :9 You shall write them on the doorposts 
of your house and on your gates. 

 
Leaving them a servanthood worship example of leadership. 

 

I performed a wedding last night  
and just after the couple exchanged their vows BUT before I announced “you 

are now husband and wife” – they washed one another’s feet 
(In front of all their friends and family) 

 

Servanthood / worship 
(Never stop doing this – keep Jesus in the center)
