Johannes Kepler (1571-1630)
A brilliant mathematician and astronomer. He did early work on the
attributes of light, and discovered the laws of planetary motion. He
nearly discovered the Newtonian concept of universal gravity - well
before Newton was born! He discovered the concept of force as it
applies to astronomy. Kepler was an extremely sincere and pious
Christian, whose works on astronomy often contain writings about
how space, time and the celestial bodies represent the Trinity Of God.

Isaac Newton (1642-1727)
In Principia he stated, "The most beautiful system of the sun, planets,
and comets, could have only proceeded from the counsel and
dominion of an all intelligent and all powerful Being."

Albert Einstein (1879-1955)

Einstein is probably the best known and most highly revered scientist
of the twentieth century. He recognized “The impossibility of a non-
created universe.” The Encyclopedia Britannica says of him: that he

"Firmly denied atheism.” - "l want to know how God created this
world, I am not interested in this or that phenomenon, in the
spectrum of this or that element. | want to know His thoughts, the
rest are details."” Einstein's famous epithet on the "uncertainty
principle” was "God does not play dice" - "Science without religion is
lame, religion without science is blind."
