Deuteronomy 28 
( excerpts ) 

:1 “Now it shall come to pass, if you diligently obey the voice of the LORD your 
God, to observe carefully all His commandments which I command you today, 
:2 that the LORD your God will set you high above all nations of the earth. :3 
And all these blessings shall come upon you and overtake you, because you 

obey the voice of the LORD your God: :4 “Blessed shall you be in the city, and 
blessed shall you be in the country. :5 “Blessed shall be the fruit of your 

womb, the produce of your ground and the increase of your herds, the increase 
of your cattle and the offspring of your flocks. :6 “Blessed shall be your basket 
and your kneading bowl. Blessed shall you be when you come in, and blessed 
shall you be when you go out. :7 “The LORD will cause your enemies who rise 
against you to be defeated in front of your face; :8 They shall come out against 

you one way and flee before you seven ways. :9 The LORD will grant you 
 plenty of goods, in the fruit of your womb, in the increase of your livestock,  
and in the produce of your ground, in the land of which the LORD swore to  

your fathers to give you. :10 The LORD will open To you His good treasure –  
the heavens, to give rain to your land in its season, and to bless all the work of  

your hands. :11 You shall lend money to many nations, but you shall never need  
to borrow money. :12 And the LORD will make you the head and not the tail;  
you shall be above, and not be beneath, :13 If you heed the commandments  

of the LORD your God, which I command you today, and are careful to  
observe them.  
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:14 “But it shall come to pass, if you do not obey the voice of the LORD your God,  
to observe carefully all His commandments and His statutes which I command you 
today, :15 That all these curses will come upon you and overtake you :16 “Cursed  
shall you be in the cities, and cursed shall you be in the suburbs. :17 “Cursed shall  

be your basket and your kneading bowl. :18 “Cursed shall be the fruit of your  
womb and the produce of your land, the increase of your cattle and the offspring  
of your flocks. :19 “Cursed shall you be when you come in, and cursed shall you 

be when you go out. :20 “The LORD will send upon you cursing’s, confusion, 
and rebuke in all that you set your hand to do, ;21 Until you are destroyed and 
until you perish suddenly, because of the wickedness of your doings in which 

you have forsaken Me. :22 The LORD will make the plague cling to you until He 
has consumed you from the land which has been promised you. :23 The LORD 

will strike you with consumption, with fever, with inflammation, with a severe 
burning fever, with scorching heat, and with mildew; :24 Your enemies shall 
pursue you until you perish. :25 And the heavens which are over your head 

shall be like bronze, and the earth which is beneath you shall be like iron. :26 
The LORD will change the rain of your land into powder and dust. :27 “The 

LORD will cause you to be defeated before your enemies; you shall go out one 
way against them and flee seven ways before them; :28 The LORD will strike 
you with insanity and blindness and you will have confusion in your heart. :29 

Your sons and your daughters shall be taken away from you and given to 
others :30 A nation whom you have not known shall come to you and eat the 

fruit of your land and enjoy the produce of your hard work. :31 So you shall be 
driven mad because of what you will see with your own eyes. :32 You shall 
become an astonishment, a proverb, and a byword among all nations of the  

earth. :33 “The foreigner who comes among you shall rise up higher and  
higher above you, :34 and you shall go down lower and lower before him. 

:35 The foreigner shall lend to you, but you shall not lend to him; he shall be 
the head, and you shall be the tail. :36 “Moreover all these curses shall come 
upon you as a nation all because you did not obey the voice of the LORD your 
God, :37 to keep His commandments and His statutes which He commanded 

you. :38 And curse shall be upon you for a sign and a wonder to the world, 
and on your descendants that shall be born after you. :39 Unless you repent of 

your wrong doing and begin this day to do righteously.

1.) Prayer – It’s a God-given American priority 

 

This history of prayer in America 
Governor William Bradford’s Account of Pastor John Robinson’s Farewell: 

 

…Spent a good part of the day very profitably and suitable to their present occasion; 
the rest of the time was spent pouring out prayers to the Lord with great fervency, 

mixed with abundance of tears. And the time being come that they must depart, they 
were accompanied with most of their brethren out of the city, unto a town sundry miles 

off called Delftshaven, where the ship lay ready to receive them. So they left that 
goodly and pleasant city which had been their resting place near twelve years; but they 

knew they were pilgrims, and looked not much on those things, but lift up their eyes to 
the heavens, their dearest country, and quieted their spirits.

Benjamin Franklin’s Address 
(it was actually an interruption and a rebuke and an invitation) 

to the Constitutional Convention in Philadelphia Pa. Thursday June 28th, 1787 
 

In this situation of this Assembly groping as it were in the dark to find political truth, and 
scarce able to distinguish it when presented to us, how has I happened, Sir, that we have not 
hitherto once thought of humbly applying to the Father of lights to illuminate our 
understanding? In the beginning of the contest with G. Britain, when we were sensible of 
danger, we had daily prayer in this room for the Divine Protection. -- Our prayers, Sir, were 
heard, and they were graciously answered. All of us who were engaged in the struggle 
must have observed frequent instances of a Superintending providence in our favor. To that 
kind providence we owe this happy opportunity of consulting in peace on the means of 
establishing our future national felicity. And have we now forgotten that powerful friend? Or 
do we imagine that we no longer need His assistance. I have lived, Sir, a long time and the 
longer I live, the more convincing proofs I see of this truth -- that God governs in the affairs of

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men. And if a sparrow cannot fall to the ground without his notice, is it probable that an 
empire can rise without his aid? We have been assured, Sir, in the sacred writings that "except 
the Lord build they labor in vain that build it." I firmly believe this; and I also believe that 
without his concurring aid we shall succeed in this political building no better than the Builders 
of Babel: We shall be divided by our little partial local interests; our projects will be 
confounded, and we ourselves shall be become a reproach and a bye word down to future 
age. And what is worse, mankind may hereafter from this unfortunate instance, despair of 
establishing Governments by Human Wisdom, and leave it to chance, war, and conquest. 
I therefore beg leave to move -- that henceforth prayers imploring the assistance of Heaven, 
and its blessings on our deliberations, be held in this Assembly every morning before we 
proceed to business, and that one or more of the Clergy of this City be requested to officiate in 
that service.

Furthermore, the APPEAL TO HEAVEN was far from being the only national symbol recognizing 
America’s reliance on the protection and Providence of God. During the War for Independence 
other mottos and rallying cries included similar sentiments. For example, the flag “Resistance 
to Tyrants is Obedience to God,” was taken from a sermon preached by the Rev. Pastor 
Jonathan Mayhew. In 1776 Benjamin Franklin suggested that this phrase from that sermon be 
part of our Nation’s Great Seal. The Americans’ thinking and philosophy was so grounded on a 
Biblical perspective (biblical worldview) that a member of the British parliament upon 
returning from America reported back to London that in “If you ask an American, ‘Who is his 
master?’ He will tell you he has none – nor any governor but Jesus Christ!”
