Before diving into this section — we need to identify a couple of
thoughts being the “Argumentative Arrangements”, and the
“Complementary Arrangements” that reside here in this passage of
Scripture that is before us.

These are important truths to know for our day.

Verse 6

For when we were still without strength,
in due time Christ died for the ungodly.

Verse 6 opens up with one little word with a very big meaning.
“For” — the word speaks of what you are about to hear has come to you from a
very far away source. The Life that you need is from a distant place, a far away

place, a place that “sourced” your new life.

You and I live in a world that has almost all but erased God’s original glory
and purpose. The world that once was, was a world that we would not
recognize today for at least two reasons. #1 would be that it was beautiful beyond
our ability to comprehend. #2 is that the presence of God (nearness) was
something very literally and tangibly experienced.

Man’s Rebellion is Ever - Present and Increasing

Verse 6

A morality that is off and away from God.

The word demands logic and purpose and meaning and a determination.
Some things are moral, and some things are immoral. This is a fact that is true
in this world and in the world to come — eternity!
