Proverbs 1:8-9 
8 My son, hear the instruction of your father, and do not forsake the law of your mother; 9 For they 

will be a graceful ornament on your head,  
and chains about your neck 

 

How Do You Leave Bad Behind? 

by learning how to listen 

 

Hear the instructions of your father. 
How much more does this apply to us regarding God, 

the Father? – infinitely so. 
 

The voice of the father is to speak instruction. (vividly)  
The voice of the father is to speak protection. The voice of the father is to speak 

instructions, direction and guidance. The voice of the father is to  
speak of eternal things. 

 

The voice of the mother is to speak comfort. (vividly) 
The voice of the mother is to speak instruction and direction and customs, demeanor, 

presentation, civility, manners, tenderness, kindness, and love. 
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When God speaks, He says things like; 
“Listen to Me. Do what I am telling you to do – you have never lived this day before.  

I will show you the way. 
Stand here and you will be safe. Stay away from that. Hold my hand. Follow Me.” 

 

God’s Design for Family 
Is a model that He has engineered to create within us the understanding  

of what it means to be a human being, created in the image of God. 
 

In the Trinity of God, it is somewhat impossible to explain, but easy to observe. 
It is that God who exist in what is known as a singular plurality, He has revealed His 

Being in ways that we might better understand ourselves & family  
by revealing to us the Trinity. 

 

Throughout the Scriptures; 
The Bible teaches the existence of His compound unity –  
God - the Father, God the Son and God the Holy Spirit. 

 

This answers to the singular plurality of the existence of God as Elohim. 
 

For us to better understand a singular plurality, 
God has instituted the family. 

 
There’s Papa bear, There’s Mama bear and there’s Baby bear. 

They each have different first names - but they share the same last name. 
There is One papa. There is One mama. There is One baby. 

Each of them live together under one roof at 123 Sugar Bear Lane. 
 

Likewise, The Human Family 
It’s God’s Ordained Union and it is in that Divine Unit that we learn  

how to listen to authority. 
 

Dad & Mom are godlike to the child. 
And the child learns how to obey and to live and to learn and to grow...

Your Head is Where Everything Is; 

Your eyes. Your ears. Your mouth. Your Mind. Your Thinking

by judging what others are saying  

 
Proverbs 3:7-8 

Do not be wise in your own eyes; Fear the LORD and depart from evil.  
8 It will be health to your flesh, and strength to your bones.

Flee also youthful lusts;  

 
Flee grk: pheugo 
 to flee from, make an escape from, to become a fugitive.  
 run away from sin. to make yourself scarce. 

 

{Do not be found where sin is} 
 

1 Corinthians 10:13-14 
No temptation has overtaken you except such as is common to man; but God is faithful, who will not 
allow you to be tempted beyond what you are able, but with the temptation will also make the way 

of escape, that you may be able to bear it. 14 Therefore, my beloved, flee from idolatry.

In Exodus Chapter 32

Remember, We Decide to Sin 
 

James 1:13-16 
Let no one say when he is tempted, “I am tempted by God”; for God cannot be tempted by evil, nor 

does He Himself tempt anyone.  :14 But each one is tempted when he is drawn away by his own 
desires and enticed.  :15 Then, when desire has conceived, it gives birth to sin; and sin, when it is 

full-grown, brings forth death. 
:16 Do not be deceived, my beloved brethren. 

 

As wicked and terrible as Satan is,  
he cannot make us sin. He can only tempt us. 

 

Romans 6:11-14 
Likewise you also, reckon yourselves to be dead indeed to sin, but (reckon) alive to God in Christ 

Jesus our Lord.  :12 Therefore do not let sin reign in your mortal body, that you should obey it in its 
lusts.  :13 And do not present your members as instruments of unrighteousness to sin, but present 
yourselves to God as being alive from the dead, and your members as instruments of righteousness 

to God.  :14 For sin  
shall not have dominion over you, for you are not under law but under grace. 

 

Shout “Grace” to the Sin that comes against you ! 
Not “GRACE” to continue in sin.  

Not “GRACE” to hide the sin.  
Not “GRACE” to remain in sin.

17 Surely, in vain the net is spread in 
the sight of any bird; 18 But they lie in wait for their own blood, they lurk secretly for their own lives. 

19 So are the ways of everyone  who is greedy for gain; It takes away the life of its owners. 
 

Why do some people seem to gravitate toward bad? 
- There are many reasons why. 

 

Decisions / Decisions / Decisions 
 

How many decisions do we make in a day? 
Do you know – of course you do = A LOT. 

If you’re a Teen or older –  
one decision can bless your life forever or one decision can damage your life forever. 

 

How Do You Leave Bad Behind? 

Stop to think it through. 

 

First Off - Are you hearing from God – In Your Thought Life? 
 

Proverbs 15:31-32 
The ear that hears the rebukes of life will abide among the wise. 32 He who disdains instruction 

despises his own soul, but he who heeds rebuke gets understanding. 

 

Psalm 103:12-14 NLT 
He has removed our sins as far from us as the east is from the west. 13 The LORD is like a father to 
his children, tender and compassionate to those who fear him. 14 For he knows how weak we are; 

he remembers we are only dust. 

 

Repeat - To You Who Are Christians... 
2 Corinthians 5:17 

Therefore, if anyone is in Christ, he is a new creation; old things have passed away; behold, all things 
have become new. 

 

listen to what jesus said...

But wisdom is justified by all her children.
