What Was An Old Testament Mystery 
1 Peter 1:10-11 

Of this salvation the prophets have inquired and searched carefully, who prophesied of 
the grace that would come to you, 11 searching what, or what manner of time, the 
Spirit of Christ who was in them was indicating when He testified beforehand the 

sufferings of Christ and the glories that would follow.

Remember that you, once Gentiles in the flesh-- who are called the Uncircumcision 

(gentile) by what is called the Circumcision (jew) made in the flesh by hands--12 that at 
that time you were without Christ, being aliens from the commonwealth of Israel and 

strangers from the covenants of promise, having no hope and without God in the world. 
13 But now in Christ Jesus you who once were far off have been brought near by the 

blood of Christ. 14 For He Himself is our peace, who has made both one, (Jew & 
Gentile) and has broken down the middle wall of separation, 

 

the concept of the “Called Out Ones” is of a divine origin, 
the concept requires a departure from what is seen...  

the concept is a mystery

Then, the same day at evening, being the first day of the week, when the doors were 
shut where the disciples were assembled, for fear of the Jews, Jesus came and stood 

in the midst, and said to them, "Peace be with you." 20 Now when He had said this, He 
showed them His hands and His side. Then the disciples were glad when they saw the 
Lord. 21 So Jesus said to them again, "Peace to you! As the Father has sent Me, I also 

send you." 22 And when He had said this, He breathed on them, and said to them,

Matthew 1:19-23

example, was minded to put her away secretly. 20 But while he thought about these 
things, behold, an angel of the Lord appeared to him in a dream, saying, "Joseph, son 
of David, do not be afraid to take to you Mary your wife, for that which is conceived in 
her is of the Holy Spirit. 21 "And she will bring forth a Son, and you shall call His name 
Jesus, for He will save His people from their sins." 22 So all this was done that it might 
be fulfilled which was spoken by the Lord through the prophet, saying: 23 "Behold, the 

virgin shall be with child, and bear a Son, and they shall call His name Immanuel," 
which is translated, "God with us." (Is. 7:14)

Colossians 2:13-14 
When you were dead in your sins and in the uncircumcision of your sinful nature, God 

made you alive with Christ. He forgave us all our sins, having canceled the written 
code, with its regulations, that was against us and that stood opposed to us; he took it 

away, nailing it to the cross. 

 

Ephesians 2:14-15 
For He Himself is our peace, who has made both one, and has broken down the 

middle wall of separation, 15 having abolished in His flesh the enmity, that is, the law 
of commandments contained in ordinances, so as to create in Himself one new man

c.) Jesus Promotes the Church 
 

Ephesians 3:3-6 
by revelation God made known to me the mystery  4 by which, when you read, you 

may understand my knowledge in the mystery of Christ), 5 which in other ages was not 
made known to the sons of men, as it has now been revealed by the Spirit to His holy 
apostles and prophets: 6 (the mystery) - that the Gentiles should be fellow heirs, of the 

same body, and partakers of His promise in Christ through the gospel, 

 

What a Gospel – He Promotes Us 
Ephesians 5:23-26 

For the husband is head of the wife, as also Christ is head of the church; and He is the 
Savior of the body. 24 Therefore, just as the church is subject to Christ, so let the 

wives be to their own husbands in everything. 25 Husbands, love your wives, just as 
Christ also loved the church and gave Himself for her, 26 that He might sanctify and 

cleanse her with the washing of water by the word, :27 27 that He might present her to 
Himself a glorious church, not having spot or wrinkle or any such thing, but that she 

should be holy and without blemish....  32 This is a great mystery, but I speak 
concerning Christ and the church.

of the Lamb has come, and His wife has made herself ready." 8 And to her it was 
granted to be arrayed in fine linen, clean and bright, for the fine linen is the righteous 
acts of the saints. 9 Then he said to me, "Write: 'Blessed are those who are called to

in God who created all things through Jesus Christ; to the intent that now the 
manifold wisdom of God might be made known by the church to the
