Jesus said to her, "You have well said, 'l have no
husband,” 18 "for you have had five husbands, and the one whom you now have is not
your husband...

IS Becoming urgent about the right

Now when they saw the boldness of Peter and John, and perceived that they were
uneducated and untrained men, they marveled. And they realized that they had been
with Jesus.

Matthew 4:18-22

And Jesus, walking by the Sea of Galilee, saw two brothers, Simon called Peter, and

Andrew his brother, casting a net into the sea; for they were fishermen. 19 Then He
said to them, "Follow Me, and | will make you fishers of men." 20 They immediately
left their nets and followed Him. 21 Going on from there, He saw two other brothers,
James the son of Zebedee, and John his brother, in the boat with Zebedee their father,
mending their nets. And He called them, 22 and immediately they left the boat and

The Lack of Urgency is a Grave Sign

Luke 14:16-20
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Then He said to him, "A certain man gave a great supper and invited many, 17 "and
sent his servant at supper time to say to those who were invited, '‘Come, for all things
are now ready.' 18 "But they all with one accord began to make excuses. The first said
to him, 'l have bought a piece of ground, and | must go and see it. | ask you to have me
excused.' 19 "And another said, 'l have bought five yoke of oxen, and | am going to
test them. | ask you to have me excused.' 20 "Still another said, 'l have married a wife,
and therefore | cannot come.'

To Them - Her Verbal Testimony Meant Little, it was what they
saw in her - LIFE. A REASON, A PURPOSE

"And he who reaps receives wages, and gathers fruit for eternal life, that both he who

sows and he who reaps may rejoice together. 37 "For in this the saying is true: 'One

sows and another reaps.' 38 "l sent you to reap that for which you have not labored,;
others have labored, and you have entered into their labors."

WE SHALL REAP

The Joy of Telling Others About Christ

a.) Is sowing the word of God in hope v.39

Jesus’ Public Ministry Began in Jerusalem

with Nicodemus, He then headed for Judea where His disciples were baptizing and
now He has moved into Samaria...

Acts 1:8
...and you shall be witnesses to Me in Jerusalem, and in all Judea and Samaria, and
to the end of the earth.”

b.) Is watching God increase its effect v.40-41

40 So when the Samaritans had come to Him, they urged Him to stay with them; and
He stayed there two days. 41 And many more believed because of His own word.

c.) Is harvesting what God has done v.42

42 Then they said to the woman, "Now we believe, not because of what you said, for
we ourselves have heard Him and we know that this is indeed the Christ, the Savior
of the world."
