1.) Who is areal Christian? vv. 31-33

in the ancient world, slavery was a part
of life

just as many other places of the world are today. A slave was either born
into slavery or went into slavery because of debt. Regardless, it was a total,
unwilling commitment to the service of another.

The Early Church was Predominantly Jewish in Background. But with the GOOD
NEWS of the gospel, more and more gentile slaves found freedom and family in the
church through Jesus Christ.

FREE!

The difference between freedom and bondage is a matter of whether you are a servant
or a son

a.) Freed from the power of sin v.34-35

34 Jesus answered them, "Most assuredly, | say to you, whoever commits sin is a
slave of sin. 35 And a slave does not abide in the house forever, but a son abides
forever.

A servant can live in a house,
But a servant can never be a son because of separation...

Romans 6:12-19




13 And do not present your members as instruments of unrighteousness to sin, but
present yourselves to God as being alive from the dead, and your members as
instruments of righteousness to God. 14 For sin shall not have dominion over you, for
you are not under law but under grace. 15 What then? Shall we sin because we are
not under law but under grace? Certainly not! 16 Do you not know that to whom you
present yourselves slaves to obey, you are that one's slaves whom you obey, whether
of sin leading to death, or of obedience leading to righteousness? 17 But God be
thanked that though you were slaves of sin, yet you obeyed from the heart that form of
doctrine to which you were delivered. 18 And having been set free from sin, you
became slaves of righteousness. 19 | speak in human terms because of the weakness
of your flesh. For just as you presented your members as slaves of uncleanness, and
of lawlessness leading to more lawlessness, so now present your members as slaves
of righteousness for holiness.

b.) Freed to be liberated v.36

Therefore if The Son makes you free,
you shall be free indeed.

When a Master Loved a Slave
The master would call a gathering and declare an “adoption”

According to Jewish life, when a wealthy Jewish son reached a certain age, the house slaves no
longer had power over him. It was at that time that the SON could declare an adoption

The slave was pronounced “a son”
and a “joint heir” of the family

Galatians 4:1-7
Now | say that the heir, as long as he is a child, does not differ at all from a slave,
though he is master of all, 2 but is under guardians and stewards until the time
appointed by the father. 3 Even so we, when we were children, were in bondage under
the elements of the world. 4 But when the fullness of the time had come, God sent
forth His Son, born of a woman, born under the law, 5 to redeem those who were
under the law, that we might receive the adoption as sons. 6 And because you are
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sons, God has sent forth the Spirit of His Son into your hearts, crying out, "Abba,
Father! - Daddy” 7 Therefore you are no longer a slave but a son, and if a son, then an
heir of God through Christ.

Romans 8:14-17
14 For as many as are led by the Spirit of God, these are sons of God. 15 For you did
not receive the spirit of bondage again to fear, but you received the Spirit of adoption
by whom we cry out, "Abba, Father." 16 The Spirit Himself bears witness with our spirit
that we are children of God, 17 and if children, then heirs--heirs of God and joint heirs
with Christ,

Abraham did not do this.

The Jews Believed and do still that Abraham sinned when he had sex with Hagar the bond-
servant of Sarah. The son born to Hagar was named Ishmael the bond-son.

He
was a murderer from the beginning, and does not stand in the truth, because
there is no truth in him. When he speaks a lie, he speaks from his own
resources, for he is a liar and the father of it.

22 But the fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, longsuffering, kindness, goodness,
faithfulness, 23 gentleness, self-control. Against such there is no law.
