Isaiah 52:13-53:5
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Behold, My Servant shall deal prudently; he shall be exalted and extolled and be very
high. 14 Just as many were astonished at you, so His visage was marred more than
any man, and His form more than the sons of men; 15 So shall He sprinkle many
nations. Kings shall shut their mouths at Him; for what had not been told them they
shall see, and what they had not heard they shall consider.

CHAPTER 53
1 Who has believed our report? And to whom has the arm of the LORD been

revealed? 2 For He shall grow up before Him as a tender plant, and as a root out of dry
ground. He has no form or comeliness; and when we see Him, there is no beauty that

we should desire Him. 3 He is despised and rejected by men, a Man of sorrows and

acquainted with grief. And we hid, as it were, our faces from Him; he was despised,
and we did not esteem Him. 4 Surely He has borne our griefs and carried our sorrows;
yet we esteemed Him stricken, smitten by God, and afflicted. 5 But He was wounded

for our transgressions, he was bruised for our iniquities; the chastisement for our
peace was upon Him, and by His stripes we are healed.

a.) Is Rooted in Self-Pride vv.47-48

b.) Is Hostile toward Jesus Christ vv.49-50

command is everlasting life. Therefore, whatever | speak, just as the Father has told
Me, so | speak."
