"Hey Jesus, Why don’t you heal yourself of your own diseases before
you touch anyone of us."

if You can heal, and we've heard You can,
then do something right here in Your own hometown

what is in a heart like this?
what kind of mind thinks like this?

perish but have everlasting life. :17 For God did not send His Son into the world to
condemn the world, but that the world through Him might be saved. :18 “He who
believes in Him is not condemned; but he who does not believe is condemned already,
because he has not believed in the name of the only begotten Son of God. :19 And this
is the condemnation, that the light has come into the world, and men loved darkness
rather than light, because their deeds were evil.

In Antioch of Syria... Acts 13:39-48

Paul taught them saying, "by Jesus Christ, everyone who believes is justified from all
things from which you could not be justified by the law of Moses.... So when the Jews
went out of the synagogue, the Gentiles begged that these words might be preached to
them the next Sabbath.... On the next Sabbath almost the whole city came together to

hear the word of God.... But when the Jews saw the multitudes, they were filled with
envy; and contradicting and blaspheming, they opposed the things spoken by Paul....

Then Paul and Barnabas grew bold and said, “It was necessary that the word of God

should be spoken to you Jews first; but since you reject it, and judge yourselves
unworthy of everlasting life, behold, we turn to the Gentiles.... For so the Lord has
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commanded us: ‘1 have set you as a light to the Gentiles, That you should be for

salvation to the ends of the earth.”” ... Now when the Gentiles heard this, they were
glad and glorified the word of the Lord. And as many as had been appointed to eternal
life believed.
