You Had to Know How to Get Along in the Empire

It's Taxes;
Mainly, there were two. The Poll Tax and Ground Tax.
the Poll tax was a fee that you had to pay for breathing Roman air, if you were alive, you had to pay this
tax. The other Tax was the Ground Tax. This is the tax that funded the Roman Infrastructure. It paid for
the famous Roman roads and the aqueducts and its harbors and the like.

To Follow Rome was an Expensive Journey

after all, to be able to declare yourself to be a Roman,
was like being a child of the gods

The Pressure to Identify with Rome

Empire. he was hated by his fellow Jews and just a tool for Rome's income. What Matthew had was
what he got, and what he got was gotten by tax exploitation! - wealthy, aloof and an opportunist,
Matthew was doing pretty well in the world.
