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The Last Time Together — Here in Philippians Chapter 3, | said
what | want to say again — which is, that many scholars and Bible teachers
agree here — that we are hearing from the Apostle what might be the most

accurate description of a true Christian life.

When Paul wrote his letter to the believers in Rome,
he again confessed that - strangely remarkable struggle that now exists in

the life of “every” “true” - "heaven bound” = Christian.

Third, it is an offer that
has been purchased by Himself, between Himself - that can only be maintained
by God the Savoir. Finally it requires a reaction — that on our part we are invited
to simply agree with Him, to receive from Him, to trust Him, until we cross the

finish line of life.”

The Bible paints various illustrations of what the Christian life is like;

It's like a sprinter in a race

1 Corinthians 9:24-27
Do you not know that those who run in a race all run, but one receives the prize? Run in such a way
that you may obtain it. 25 And everyone who competes for the prize is temperate in all things. Now
they do it to obtain a perishable crown, but we for an imperishable crown. 26 Therefore | run thus: not
with uncertainty. Thus I fight: not as one who beats the air. 27 But | discipline my body and bring it
into subjection, lest, when | have preached to others, | myself should become disqualified.

As the Holy Spirit presses Jesus’ words and actions and attitudes
and love (#1) into us, we then begin to walk out into this world and as we do we (#2)
are pressing the image of Christ in us up against the world.
