5.) Why would God tell us that He is coming back ? 

  
In the series of studies that are coming up over the course of the 
next several weeks, It would be wise of us to put #1 - the first things first, 

#2 - the second things second and #3 - the last things last 
as they relate to what is known as the end times events of the last days. 

 
This is what’s known as prophetic dispensationalism. 

meaning that the God of the Bible has ordered or pre-arranged a specific 
timeline of events. Secondly, dispensationalism draws a line of distinction 

between Israel and the Church as being two distinct works of God. 

 



 
Dispensationalism looks like this 

Isaiah 46:9-10 NIV 
Remember the former things, those of long ago; I am God, and there is no other; I am God, 
and there is none like me. 10 I make known the end from the beginning, from ancient times, 
what is still to come. I say, ‘My purpose will stand, and I will do all that I please (purposes).’ 

 
Isaiah 55:11

The Reliability of God’s Word to Us Can be Trusted. 

 

Here is the effect that His promise has upon us. 
 

Titus 2:11-14
