Verse 4

Being The Baby of the Family...

* Being the youngest among them had its Dis-advantages

1.) From “Broken” Home...

Joseph came from a blended family. The twelve tribes came from four
different mothers... They were strong woman, manipulating and
resourceful.

2.) Jacob was “Passive”...

Jacob, being the passive father that he was, showed favorites...
Isaac & Rebekah, Jacob’s parents, seemed to have played favorites.

3.) The natural result is...”Envy”,

Luke 9:37-41
Now it happened on the next day, when they had come down from the mountain, that
a great multitude met Him. 3 Suddenly a man from the multitude cried out, saying,
"Teacher, I implore You, look on my son, for he is my only child. 3 And behold, a spirit
seizes him, and he suddenly cries out; it convulses him so that he foams at the mouth,
and it departs from him with great difficulty, bruising him. #° So I implored Your
disciples to cast it out, but they could not." # Then Jesus answered and said, "O
faithless and perverse generation, how long shall I be with you and bear with you?
Bring your son here."...

Luke 9:49-50
Now John answered and said, "Master, we saw someone casting out demons in Your
name, and we forbade him because he does not follow with us." > But Jesus said to
him, "Do not forbid him, for he who is not against us is on our side."
