e What does it mean to be “clothed”?

We have been washed, clothed and presented in Christ

And what does it do for us?
God has now accepted us in Christ (like a gift-wrapped package)

* Where do we get this new kind of clothing?

Now you are clean by the washing by the water of the Word

And how do I wear this new outfit?

In faith, everyday, before the entire world

All this is because we are now walking in the Spirit

Before you can put on new clothes you have to take of the old ones

Chapter 1
Paul teaches us that we are chosen and sealed by the Holy Spirit unto the day of redemption

Chapter 2
Paul teaches us that we are saved by grace through faith... and that is a gift!

Chapter 3
And that we have been united in the body of Christ because we have become one in Him

Chapter 4
We are to be serving the body via the gifts that we have been given by the Holy Spirit to the edification of the
body.

You can learn about George Washington, but you cannot learn George
Washington. to do that is to become him in conduct - you can’t because he’s dead!

Not So With Jesus

John 14:19b

The Flesh and Spirit

Romans 8:6-10
For to be carnally minded is death, but to be spiritually minded is life and peace.

’ Because the carnal mind is enmity against God; for it is not subject to the law of God, nor indeed can be. & So
then, those who are in the flesh cannot please God. ° But you are not in the flesh but in the Spirit, if indeed the
Spirit of God dwells in you. Now if anyone does not have the Spirit of Christ, he is not His. 1° And if Christ is in
you, the body is dead because of sin, but the Spirit is life because of righteousness.

Galatians 5:16-17
| say then: Walk in the Spirit, and you shall not fulfill the lust of the flesh. 17 For the flesh lusts against the
Spirit, and the Spirit against the flesh; and these are contrary to one another, so that you do not do the things
that you wish.

Mind GRK 3563 nous (nooce)

the intellect, i.e. mind (divine or human; in thought, feeling, or will);

Colossians 3:4-10a
When Christ who is our life appears, then you also will appear with Him in glory.
> Therefore put to death your members which are on the earth: fornication, uncleanness, passion, evil desire,
and covetousness, which is idolatry. ® Because of these things the wrath of God is coming upon the sons of
disobedience, 7 in which you yourselves once walked when you lived in them. & But now you yourselves are to
put off all these: anger, wrath, malice, blasphemy, filthy language out of your mouth. ° Do not lie to one
another, since you have put off the old man with his deeds, % and have put on the new man...

2c.) We are to ‘Keep’ Putting On the New vv. 24

The world, the flesh, and sin created
me (it molded me to its image)

James 1:12-16
Blessed is the man who endures temptation; for when he has been approved, he will receive the crown of life
which the Lord has promised to those who love Him. 3 Let no one say when he is tempted, "l am tempted by
God"; for God cannot be tempted by evil, nor does He Himself tempt anyone. # But each one is tempted when
he is drawn away by his own desires and enticed. ** Then, when desire has conceived, it gives birth to sin; and
sin, when it is full-grown, brings forth death. ® Do not be deceived, my beloved brethren.

But Now Christianity is the “Putting On” of what is Good!

True Christian Faith
is a faith of doing what is good

Romans 6:3-4
Or do you not know that as many of us as were baptized into Christ Jesus were baptized into His death? #
Therefore we were buried with Him through baptism into death, that just as Christ was raised from the dead
by the glory of the Father, even so we also should walk in newness of life.




Romans 7:5-6
For when we were in the flesh, the sinful passions which were aroused by the law were at work in our
members to bear fruit to death. ® But now we have been delivered from the law, having died to what we were
held by, so that we should serve in the newness of the Spirit and not in the oldness of the letter.

John 11:21

e Those clothes had been dipped in spices and perfumes to hide the smell of death.
e Those grave clothes had been wrapped around him tightly to bind up the body.

e Those graves clothes were only good for one thing - covering the face of death.
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e Those grave clothes represented the past life of Mr. Lazarus

Romans 6:6
knowing this, that our old man was crucified with Him, that the body of sin might be done away with, that we
should no longer be slaves of sin.

Romans 6:11-12
Likewise you also, reckon yourselves to be dead indeed to sin, but alive to God in Christ Jesus our Lord. - AND
HERE IS THE VICTORY - 12 Therefore do not let sin reign in your mortal body, that you should obey it in its
lusts.
