b.) To bring you to the point of asking directions v.5

5 When they had come to the land of Zuff, Saul said to his servant who was with him,
"Come, let us return, lest my father cease caring about the donkeys and become
worried about us." 6 And he said to him, "Look now, there is in this city a man of God,
and he is an honorable man; all that he says surely comes to pass. So let us go there;
perhaps he can show us the way that we should go."

Hebrews 11:8

receive as an inheritance. And he went out, not knowing where he was going.

20 "But as for your donkeys that were lost
three days ago, do not be anxious about them, for they have been found....

Then Samuel took a flask of oil and poured it on his head, and kissed him and said: "Is it
not because the LORD has anointed you commander over His inheritance? 2 "When
you have departed from me today, you will find two men by Rachel's tomb in the
territory of Benjamin at Zelzah; and they will say to you, 'The donkeys which you went
to look for have been found. And now your father has ceased caring about the
donkeys and is worrying about you, saying, "What shall | do about my son?"' 3 "Then
you shall go forward from there and come to the terebinth tree of Tabor. There three
men going up to God at Bethel will meet you, one carrying three young goats, another
carrying three loaves of bread, and another carrying a skin of wine. 4 "And they will
greet you and give you two loaves of bread, which you shall receive from their hands.
5 "After that you shall come to the hill of God where the Philistine garrison is. And it
will happen, when you have come there to the city, that you will meet a group of
prophets coming down (not going up) from the high place with a stringed instrument,
a tambourine, a flute, and a harp before them; and they will be prophesying.

THE CALLING OF GOD

Galatians 1:11-17
But | make known to you, brethren, that the gospel which was preached by me is not
according to man. 12 For | neither received it from man, nor was | taught it, but it came
through the revelation of Jesus Christ. 13 For you have heard of my former conduct in
Judaism, how | persecuted the church of God beyond measure and tried to destroy it
14 And | advanced in Judaism beyond many of my contemporaries in my own nation,
being more exceedingly zealous for the traditions of my fathers. 15 But when it
pleased God, who separated me from my mother's womb and called me through His
grace, 16 to reveal His Son in me, that | might preach Him among the Gentiles, | did not
immediately confer with flesh and blood, 17 nor did | go up to Jerusalem to those who
were apostles before me; but | went to Arabia, and returned again to Damascus.

Seven days
you shall wait, till | come to you and show you what you should do."

FOR THE CHRISTIAN:

FOR THE NON-CHRISTIAN:
