Isaiah 11:1-9 
There shall come forth a Rod from the stem of Jesse, And a Branch shall grow out of his roots.  2 The 
Spirit of the LORD shall rest upon Him, The Spirit of wisdom and understanding, The Spirit of counsel 

and might, The Spirit of knowledge and of the fear of the LORD.

1.)  He is the Restoration God     vs. 1 
 

 

I love the “Intent” of the Bible. 
If you had absolutely no knowledge of the Bible and what it says, if you were to pick it up and 

read it - - you would have to conclude that, 

“God loves you and that He wants to rescue you from this world.” 
 

And so, God has promised the world (Israel) it’s Messiah 

To accomplish just that for all of mankind. 

 

 

 

Remember “Who” the original recipients of the Gospel are – 

The Jewish people, Israel and these promises to 

them are still in effect for them. 

 

Matthew 10:5-6 
These twelve Jesus sent out and commanded them, saying: “Do not go into the way of the Gentiles, and do 

not enter a city of the Samaritans. 6 But go rather to the lost sheep of the house of Israel. 
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At His First Coming Jesus was, as prophesied, rejected as Israel’s King. 

( Since then - for 2,000 years the Gospel message has gone out into the world ) 

There is a time coming, I believe it is very close, when the events of His Second Coming will 

begin to unfold. 
 

 

Luke 13:34 
( has yet to be fulfilled but shall be at the Second Coming ) 

“O Jerusalem, Jerusalem, the one who kills the prophets and stones those who are sent to her! How often I 
wanted to gather your children together, as a hen gathers her brood under her wings, but you were not 

willing! 35 See! Your house is left to you desolate; and assuredly, I say to you, you shall not see Me until 
(again) the time comes when you say, “Blessed is He who comes in the name of the LORD!’ ”

1.) The Spirit of the LORD shall rest upon Him, 2.) The Spirit of Wisdom and (3) The Spirit of 
Understanding,  (4) The Spirit of Counsel and (5) The Spirit of Might,  (6) The Spirit of Knowledge 

and (7) The Spirit of the Fear of the LORD. 

 

Revelation 1:4-5 
John, to the seven churches which are in Asia: Grace to you and peace from Him who is and who was and 

who is to come, and from the seven(fold) Spirit(s) who are (is) before His throne,  5 and from Jesus 
Christ, the faithful witness, the firstborn (first one) from the dead, and the Ruler over the kings of the 

earth. To Him who loved us and washed us from our sins in His own blood, 
 

Revelation 5:6 
And I looked, and behold, in the midst of the throne and of the four living creatures, and in the midst of the 

elders, stood a Lamb as though it had been slain, having seven horns and seven eyes, which are the 
seven Spirits of God

Verse 3-4a 
 

His delight is in the fear of the LORD, And He shall not judge by the sight of His eyes, Nor decide by the 
hearing of His ears;  4 But with righteousness He shall judge the poor, And decide with equity for the meek 

of the earth… 

This is the Literal Fulfillment of the Reign of Jesus Christ 

From Zion, From Jerusalem in the Land of Israel. 
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“ His delight is in the fear of the LORD “  
This is such a wonderful truth. To “delight” in the LORD is such a reassuring fact. when we delight in Him we 

can be at peace and rest and confidence. 
 

Proverbs 37:4 
Delight yourself also in the LORD, 

And He shall give you the desires of your heart. 

 

Delight - aw-nag´; to be, make yourself soft or pliable, to be pressed into or shaped – 

luxuriously. 
 

 

If you decide tonight to begin to delight yourself in the LORD, 

then you will begin to notice a change that occurs with the 

desires of your heart. You will begin to long for what He longs 

for in your life and so He will answer your request. 
 

 

Verse 3 
 

And He shall not judge by the sight of His eyes,  
Nor decide by the hearing of His ears;  

 

Verse 4a 
 

But with righteousness  He shall judge the poor, 
And decide with equity for the meek of the earth;  

 

Verse 4b 
 

He shall strike the earth with the rod of His mouth, 
And with the breath of His lips He shall slay the wicked.  

Verse 5 
 

Righteousness shall be the belt of His loins, 
And faithfulness the belt of His waist. 

 

The Millennial Reign of The Son of God 
Romans 8:15-17 

For you did not receive the spirit of bondage again to fear, but you received the Spirit of adoption by whom 
we cry out, “Abba, Father.”  16 The Spirit Himself bears witness with our spirit that we are children of God,  
17 and if children, then heirs—heirs of God and joint heirs with Christ, if indeed we suffer with Him, that we 
may also be glorified together.  :18   For I consider that the sufferings of this present time are not worthy to be 

compared with the glory which shall be revealed in us.  19 For the earnest expectation of the creation eagerly 
waits for the revealing of the sons of God.  20 For the creation was subjected to futility, not willingly, but 
because of Him who subjected it in hope;  21 because the creation itself also will be delivered from the 

bondage of corruption into the glorious liberty of the children of God. 
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When? - At The Millennium 

Verse 4b-5 
 

He shall strike the earth with the rod of His mouth, And with the breath of His lips He shall slay the 
wicked.  5 Righteousness shall be the belt of His loins, And faithfulness the belt of His waist. 

 

This is the purpose of The Second Coming of Christ. 
 

This is That Time Frame Mentioned in a Great Part of Scripture. 
 

Isaiah 26:20-21a 
Come, my people, enter your chambers, And shut your doors behind you; Hide yourself, as it were, for a little moment, 
Until the indignation is past.  21a For behold, the LORD comes out of His place To punish the inhabitants of the 

earth for their iniquity; 
 

Jude 1:14-15 
Now Enoch, the seventh from Adam, prophesied, saying, “Behold, the Lord comes with ten thousands of His saints,  
15 to execute judgment on all, to convict all who are ungodly among them of all their ungodly deeds which they have 

committed in an ungodly way, and of all the harsh things which ungodly sinners have spoken against Him.” 
 

Revelation 19:11-16 
Now I saw heaven opened, and behold, a white horse. And He who sat on him was called Faithful and True, and in 

righteousness He judges and makes war.  12 His eyes were like a flame of fire, and on His head were many crowns. 
He had a name written that no one knew except Himself.  13 He was clothed with a robe dipped in blood, and His name 
is called The Word of God.  14 And the armies in heaven, clothed in fine linen, white and clean, followed Him on white 
horses.  15 Now out of His mouth goes a sharp sword, that with it He should strike the nations. And He Himself will 
rule them with a rod of iron. He Himself treads the winepress of the fierceness and wrath of Almighty God.  16 And 

He has on His robe and on His thigh a name written: KING OF KINGS AND LORD OF LORDS. 
 

Micah 1:3-4 
For behold, the LORD is coming out of His place; He will come down and tread on the high places of the earth.  4 The 

mountains will melt under Him, and the valleys will split like wax before the fire, Like 

waters poured down a steep place. 
 

What Happens At the Second Coming ? 
Matthew 25:31-46 

“When the Son of Man comes in His glory, and all the holy angels with Him, then He will sit on the throne of His glory. 
32 All the nations will be gathered before Him, and He will separate them one from another, as a shepherd divides his 

sheep from the goats. 33 And He will set the sheep on His right hand, but the goats on the left. 34 Then the King will say 
to those on His right hand, “Come, you blessed of My Father, inherit the kingdom prepared for you from the foundation of 
the world: 35 for I was hungry and you gave Me food; I was thirsty and you gave Me drink; I was a stranger and you took 
Me in; 36 I was naked and you clothed Me; I was sick and you visited Me; I was in prison and you came to Me.’ :37 “Then 
the righteous will answer Him, saying, ‘Lord, when did we see You hungry and feed You, or thirsty and give You drink? 38 

When did we see You a stranger and take You in, or naked and clothe You? 39 Or when did we see You sick, or in 
prison, and come to You?’ 40 And the King will answer and say to them, “Assuredly, I say to you, inasmuch as you did it 

to one of the least of these My brethren, you did it to Me.’ :41 “Then He will also say to those on the left hand, ‘Depart 
from Me, you cursed, into the everlasting fire prepared for the devil and his angels: 42 for I was hungry and you gave Me 
no food; I was thirsty and you gave Me no drink; 43 I was a stranger and you did not take Me in, naked and you did not 
clothe Me, sick and in prison and you did not visit Me.’ :44 “Then they also will answer Him, saying, ‘Lord, when did we 

see You hungry or thirsty or a stranger or naked or sick or in prison, and did not minister to You?’ 45 Then He will answer 
them, saying, “Assuredly, I say to you, inasmuch as you did not do it to one of the least of these, you did not do it to Me.’ 

46 And these will go away into everlasting punishment, but the righteous into eternal life.” 
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This is The Jesus of the Bible. Jesus the Christ of God.

3.)  The God who fulfills the hope of all mankind  vs. 6-16 
 

Verse 6-9 
 

6 “The wolf also shall dwell with the lamb, The leopard shall lie down with the young goat, The calf and the 
young lion and the fatling together; And a little child shall lead them.  7 The cow and the bear shall graze; Their 

young ones shall lie down together; And the lion shall eat straw like the ox.  8 The nursing child shall play by 
the cobra’s hole, And the weaned child shall put his hand in the viper’s den.  9 They shall not hurt nor destroy 
in all My holy mountain, For the earth shall be full of the knowledge of the LORD  As the waters cover the sea. 

Verse 10 
 

“And in that day there shall be a Root of Jesse,  Who shall stand as a banner to the people; For the Gentiles 
shall seek Him, And His resting place shall be glorious.” 

 

Verse 11-12 
 

It shall come to pass in that day (later days) That the Lord shall set His hand again the second time To 
recover the remnant of His people who are left, From Assyria and Egypt, From Pathros and Cush, From 
Elam and Shinar, From Hamath and the islands of the sea.  12 He will set up a banner for the nations, And 

will assemble the outcasts of Israel, And gather together the dispersed of Judah From the four corners 
of the earth. 

 

The God of the Bible is a True Zionist 
 

Psalm 2:6-8 
“Yet I have set My King On My holy hill of Zion.” 7 “I will declare the decree: The LORD has said to Me, ‘You 
are My Son, Today I have begotten You.  8 Ask of Me, and I will give You The nations for Your inheritance, 

And the ends of the earth for Your possession. 
 

Ezekiel 37 
:11   Then He said to me, “Son of man, these bones are the whole house of Israel. They indeed say, ‘Our 

bones are dry, our hope is lost, and we ourselves are cut off!’ 12 Therefore prophesy and say to them, “Thus 
says the Lord GOD: ‘Behold, O My people, I will open your graves and cause you to come up from your 

graves, and bring you into the land of Israel - - 14 I will put My Spirit in you, and you shall live, and I will place 
you in your own land. Then you shall know that I, the LORD - - :21 “Then say to them, “Thus says the Lord 
GOD: ‘Surely I will take the children of Israel from among the nations, wherever they have gone, and will 

gather them from every side and bring them into their own land;  22 and I will make them one nation in the 
land, on the mountains of Israel; and one king shall be king over them all - - 25 Then they shall dwell in the 
land that I have given to Jacob My servant, where your fathers dwelt; and they shall dwell there, they, their 

children, and their children’s children, forever :26 Moreover I will make a covenant of peace with them, and it 
shall be an everlasting covenant with them; I will establish them and multiply them, and I will set My sanctuary 
in their midst forevermore.  27 My tabernacle also shall be with them; indeed I will be their God, and they shall 

be My people.  28 The nations also will know that I, the LORD, sanctify Israel, when My sanctuary 
is in their midst forevermore.” ’ ” 
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Verse 13-16 
 

Also the envy of Ephraim (Israel) shall depart, And the adversaries of Judah shall be cut off; Ephraim (Israel) shall 
not envy Judah, And Judah shall not harass Ephraim (Israel). 14 But they shall fly down upon the shoulder of the 

Philistines toward the west; Together they shall plunder the people of the East; They shall lay their hand on 
Edom and Moab; And the people of Ammon shall obey them.  15 The LORD will utterly destroy the tongue of 

the Sea of Egypt; With His mighty wind He will shake His fist over the River, And strike it in the seven streams, 
And make men cross over dryshod.  16 There will be a highway for the remnant of His people Who will be left 

from Assyria, As it was for Israel In the day that he came up from the land of Egypt.
