The necessity 

The time for man to govern himself without God will expire. When that

Matthew 24:21 

For then there will be great tribulation, such as has not been since the beginning 
of the world until this time, no, nor ever shall be 

 
The purpose 

The 7 Year Tribulation Period has been a victim of poor bible study habits. 
Those 7 years are very specifically Jewish in nature, and Israel in context.

Matthew 24:21-22 
For then there will be great tribulation, such as has not been since the beginning 

of the world until this time, no, nor ever shall be. 22 And unless those days 
were shortened, no flesh would be saved; but for the elect’s sake (Israel) 

those days will be shortened.

1.) The day God’s justice comes to earth vv. 1-17 

Verse 1 
Come near, you nations, to hear; And heed, you people! Let the earth hear, 

and all that is in it, The world and all things that come forth from it. 

This is the Second time the LORD has called upon His 
creation to be a witness to His complaint 

 
Isaiah 1:2-3 

Hear, O heavens, and give ear, O earth! For the LORD has spoken: “I have 
nourished and brought up children, And they have rebelled against Me; 3 The 
ox knows its owner And the donkey its master’s crib; But Israel does not know, 

My people do not consider.” 
  

Verse 2 
For the indignation of the LORD is against all nations, And His fury against 

all their armies; He has utterly destroyed them, 
He has given them over to the slaughter(.) 

 

so many times in scripture - a pause, a hold, freeze-frame within 

the prophecy can last years, even a thousand years 

 
Example of this; Luke 4 & Isaiah 61 

 
The Ministry of the Messiah 

Isaiah 61:1-2a 
“The Spirit of the Lord GOD is upon Me, Because the LORD has anointed Me 
To preach good tidings to the poor; He has sent Me to heal the brokenhearted, 
To proclaim liberty to the captives, And the opening of the prison to those who 

are bound; 2 To proclaim the acceptable year of the LORD, 
 

Isaiah 61:2b 
The day of vengeance of our God; 

 
Isaiah 61:2c-4 

:2c To comfort all who mourn, 3 To console those who mourn in Zion, To give 
them beauty for ashes, The oil of joy for mourning, The garment of praise for the 
spirit of heaviness; That they may be called trees of righteousness, The planting 

of the LORD, that He may be glorified.” 4 And they shall rebuild the old ruins, 
They shall raise up the former desolations, And they shall repair the ruined 

cities, The desolations of many generations. 
 



Luke 4:16-19 
So He came to Nazareth, where He had been brought up. And as His custom 
was, He went into the synagogue on the Sabbath day, and stood up to read…. 

17 And He was handed the book of the prophet Isaiah. And when He had 
opened the book, He found the place where it was written: 

18 “The Spirit of the LORD is upon Me, Because He has anointed Me To preach 
the gospel to the poor; He has sent Me to heal the brokenhearted, To proclaim 
liberty to the captives And recovery of sight to the blind, To set at liberty those 

who are oppressed; 19 To proclaim the acceptable year of the LORD;” 20 Then 
He closed the book, and gave it back to the attendant and sat down. And the 

eyes of all who were in the synagogue were fixed on Him. 21 And He began to 
say to them, “Today this Scripture (O.T.) is fulfilled in your hearing.” 

 
For 2,000 years that comma of Isaiah 61:2c has been holding fast 

in mercy and grace. 
 

In the Midst of the Seven Year Tribulation Period 
and during the punishment of the nations, There is one nation alone - Israel, 

which will be the epicenter of God’s focus on earth. 

 
Jeremiah 30:1-7 

The word that came to Jeremiah from the LORD, saying, 2 “Thus speaks the 
LORD God of Israel, saying: ‘Write in a book for yourself all the words that I 

have spoken to you. 3 For behold, the days are coming,’ says the LORD, “that I 
will bring back from captivity My people Israel and Judah,’ says the LORD. ‘And 
I will cause them to return to the land that I gave to their fathers, and they shall 

possess it.’ ” :4 Now these are the words that the LORD spoke concerning 
Israel and Judah. :5 “For thus says the LORD: ‘We have heard a voice of 

trembling, Of fear, and not of peace. 6 Ask now, and see, Whether a man is 
ever in labor with child? So why do I see every man with his hands on his loins 
Like a woman in labor, And all faces turned pale? 7 Alas! For that day is great, 

So that none is like it; And it is the time of Jacob’s trouble, But he 
(Jacob, Israel) shall be saved out of it. 

 
Verse 3 

Also their slain shall be thrown out; Their stench shall rise from their corpses, 
And the mountains shall be melted with their blood. 

 
At the end of those terrible 7 years – There is this 
closing scene that ends the Battle of Armageddon and begins 

the Judgment of World by King Jesus from Jerusalem ! 
  
 



Luke 17:30-37 ESV 
So will it be on the Day when the Son of Man is revealed. 31 On that Day, let 

the one who is on the housetop, with his goods in the house, not come down to 
take them away, and likewise let the one who is in the field not turn back. (flee) 

32 Remember Lot’s wife (judgment). 33 Whoever seeks to preserve his life will lose 
it, but whoever loses his life will keep it. 34 I tell you, in that night there will be 

two in one bed. One will be taken and the other left. 35 There will be two 
women grinding together. One will be taken and the other left.” 37 And they 

said to him, “Where, Lord?” He said to them, “Where the corpse is, 
there the vultures will gather.” 

 
The events taking place at the second coming 

and the preparation of the world by Christ before His reign begins. 

 
Church: Get This. 

Just After Armageddon but Before The Kingdom Begins – 
There is some good housekeeping that is in order; 

 
Matthew 25:31-46 

“When the Son of Man comes in His glory, and all the holy angels with Him, 
then He will sit on the throne of His glory. 32 All the nations will be gathered 

before Him, and He will separate them one from another, as a shepherd divides 
his sheep from the goats. 33 And He will set the sheep on His right hand, but 

the goats on the left. 34 Then the King will say to those on His right hand, 
“Come, you blessed of My Father, inherit the kingdom prepared for you from the 
foundation of the world: 35 for I was hungry and you gave Me food; I was thirsty 

and you gave Me drink; I was a stranger and you took Me in; 36 I was naked 
and you clothed Me; I was sick and you visited Me; I was in prison and you 

came to Me.’ :37 “Then the righteous will answer Him, saying, ‘Lord, when did 
we see You hungry and feed You, or thirsty and give You drink? 38 When did 
we see You a stranger and take You in, or naked and clothe You? 39 Or when 

did we see You sick, or in prison, and come to You?’ 40 And the King will 
answer and say to them, “Assuredly, I say to you, inasmuch as you did it to one 

of the least of these My brethren, you did it to Me.’ :41“Then He will also say to those 
on the left hand, ‘Depart from Me, you cursed, into the everlasting fire prepared for the 
devil and his angels: 42 for I was hungry and you gave Me no food; I was thirsty and 
you gave Me no drink; 43 I was a stranger and you did not take Me in, naked and you 
did not clothe Me, sick and in prison and you did not visit Me.’ :44 “Then they also will 

answer Him, saying, ‘Lord, when did we see You hungry or thirsty or a stranger or 
naked or sick or in prison, and did not minister to You?’ 45 Then He will answer 
them, saying, “Assuredly, I say to you, inasmuch as you did not do it to one of 

the least of these, you did not do it to Me.’ 46 And these will go away into 
everlasting punishment, but the righteous into eternal life.” 



This should both teach us and warn us all 
about how wicked sin is and how lost of a creature man is.

Verse 4 
4 All the host of heaven shall be dissolved, 

And the heavens shall be rolled up like a scroll; 
All their host shall fall down 

As the leaf falls from the vine, 
And as fruit falling from a fig tree. 

 
2 Peter 3:8-10 

But, beloved, do not forget this one thing, that with the Lord one day is as a 
thousand years, and a thousand years as one day. 9 The Lord is not slack 

concerning His promise, as some count slackness, but is longsuffering toward 
us, not willing that any should perish but that all should come to repentance. :10 

But the day of the Lord will come as a thief in the night, in which the heavens 
will pass away with a great noise, and the elements will melt with fervent heat; 

both the earth and the works that are in it will be burned up. 

 
Verse 5 

“For My sword shall be bathed (soaked) in heaven; 
  

like righteousness and justice from off the altar: 
hot from off the alter like when the bowls of wrath are poured out on earth or when 

Isaiah had a hot coal from off the altar placed on his tongue. 
Indeed it shall come down on Edom, (Edom a collective representative title for Idumea, 

The descendants of Esau, tall those who are of the work of the flesh) And on the people of 
My curse, for judgment. 

 
Verse 6-7 

The sword of the LORD is filled (dedicated) with blood, It is made overflowing 
with fatness, With the blood of lambs and goats, With the fat of the kidneys of 

rams. For the LORD has a sacrifice in Bozrah, And a great slaughter in the land 
of Edom. 7 The wild oxen shall come down with them, And the young bulls 
with the mighty bulls; Their land shall be soaked with blood, And their dust 

saturated with fatness.” 

 
Verse 8a 

For it is the day of the LORD’S vengeance, 
 



Isaiah 61:2b 
The day of vengeance of our God; 

 

This is a Day that a Child of God will never see. 
We will never see God’s vengeful look upon us – never !

13 And I saw three unclean spirits like frogs coming out of the mouth of the dragon, 

out of the mouth of the beast, and out of the mouth of the false prophet. 14 For 
they are spirits of demons, performing signs, which go out to the kings of the earth 

and of the whole world, to gather them to the battle of that great day of God 
Almighty, :16 And they gathered them together to the place called in Hebrew,

Revelation 19:11-18 

Now I saw heaven opened, and behold, a white horse. And He who sat on him 
was called Faithful and True, and in righteousness He judges and makes war. 
12 His eyes were like a flame of fire, and on His head were many crowns. He 

had a name written that no one knew except Himself. 13 He was clothed with a 
robe dipped in blood, and His name is called The Word of God. 14 And the 

armies in heaven, clothed in fine linen, (The Church - Revelation 19:7b-8) white and 
clean, followed Him on white horses. 15 Now out of His mouth goes a sharp 



sword, that with it He should strike the nations. And He Himself will rule them 
with a rod of iron. He Himself treads the winepress of the fierceness and wrath 
of Almighty God. 16 And He has on His robe and on His thigh a name written: 
KING OF KINGS AND LORD OF LORDS. :17 Then I saw an angel standing in 

the sun; and he cried with a loud voice, saying to all the birds that fly in the

Verse 9-17 
9 Its streams shall be turned into pitch, And its dust into brimstone; Its land 

shall become burning pitch. 10 It shall not be quenched night or day; Its 
smoke shall ascend forever. From generation to generation it shall lie waste; No 

one shall pass through it forever and ever. 11 But the pelican and the 
porcupine shall possess it, Also the owl and the raven shall dwell in it. And He 
shall stretch out over it The line of confusion and the stones of emptiness. 12 
They shall call its nobles to the kingdom, But none shall be there, and all its 
princes shall be nothing. 13 And thorns shall come up in its palaces, Nettles 

and brambles in its fortresses; It shall be a habitation of jackals, A courtyard for 
ostriches. 14 The wild beasts of the desert shall also meet with the jackals, 

And the wild goat shall bleat to its companion; Also the night creature shall rest 
there, And find for herself a place of rest. 15 There the arrow snake shall make 

her nest and lay eggs And hatch, and gather them under her shadow; There 
also shall the hawks be gathered, Every one with her mate. 16 “Search from 

the book of the LORD, and read: Not one of these shall fail; Not one shall lack 
her mate. For My mouth has commanded it, and His Spirit has gathered them. 
17 He has cast the lot for them, And His hand has divided it among them with a 

measuring line. They shall possess it forever; From generation to generation 
they shall dwell in it.”
