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The Prophecies of Isaiah are broken up into two divisions. 
The Denunciations, warnings and Rebukes 
for Israel’s (Judah’s) Sins In Chapters 1-39 

 
From Chapters 40-66 There are the wonderful blessings 

and fulfillments of God’s covenantal promises to His people 
the Jews and His land, Israel. 

 

Technically – Israel doesn't belong to the Jews, 

It belongs to the God of the Jews. The God of Abraham, Isaac and Jacob. 
 

Genesis 17:1-7 
When Abram was ninety-nine years old, the LORD appeared to Abram and said to him, “I am 
Almighty God; walk before Me and be blameless. 2 And I will make My covenant between Me 
and you, and I will multiply you exceedingly.” 3 Then Abram fell on his face, and God talked 
with him, saying: 4 “As for Me, behold, My covenant is with you, and you shall be a father of 

many nations. 5 No longer shall your name be called Abram, but your name shall be 
Abraham; for I have made you a father of many nations. 6 I will make you exceedingly 

fruitful; and I will make nations of you, and kings shall come from you. 7 And I will establish 
My covenant between Me and you and your descendants after you in their generations, for an 

everlasting covenant, to be God to you and your descendants after you. 

  

Isaiah 49:14-16 
But Zion said, “The LORD has forsaken me, And my Lord has forgotten me.” 15 
“Can a woman forget her nursing child, And not have compassion on the son of 

her womb? Surely they may forget, Yet I will not forget you. 16 See, I have 
inscribed you on the palms of My hands; Your walls are continually before Me.
