Into The Clash

Acts 13:1-5
Now in the church that was at Antioch there were certain prophets and teachers:
Barnabas, Simeon who was called Niger, Lucius of Cyrene, Manaen who had been
brought up with Herod the tetrarch, and Saul. 2 As they ministered to the Lord and fasted,
the Holy Spirit said, “Now separate to Me Barnabas and Saul for the work to which | have
called them.” 3 Then, having fasted and prayed, and laid hands on them, they sent them
away. :4 So, being sent out by the Holy Spirit, they went down to Seleucia, and from there
they sailed to Cyprus. 5 And when they arrived in Salamis, they preached the word of God
in the synagogues of the Jews.

It Is The Collision of Two Worlds




John 15:18-21
“If the world hates you, you know that it hated Me before it hated you. 19 If you were of the
world, the world would love its own. Yet because you are not of the world, but | chose you
out of the world, therefore the world hates you. 20 Remember the word that | said to you,
‘A servant is not greater than his master.’ If they persecuted Me, they will also persecute
you. If they kept My word, they will keep yours also. 21 But all these things they will do to
you for My name’s sake, because they do not know Him who sent Me.

Acts 13:2-3
2 As they ministered to the Lord and fasted, the Holy Spirit said, “Now separate to
Me Barnabas and Saul for the work to which | have called them.” 3 Then, having
fasted and prayed, and laid hands on them, they sent them away.

1.) Be encouraged - the Holy Spirit is sending us

Acts 5:14-20
And believers were increasingly added to the Lord, multitudes of both men and
women, 15 so that they brought the sick out into the streets and laid them on beds and
couches, that at least the shadow of Peter passing by might fall on some of them. 16
Also a multitude gathered from the surrounding cities to Jerusalem, bringing sick
people and those who were tormented by unclean spirits, and they were all healed. :17
Then the high priest rose up, and all those who were with him (which is the sect of the
Sadducees), and they were filled with indignation, 18 and laid their hands on the
apostles and put them in the common prison. 19 But at night an angel of the Lord
opened the prison doors and brought them out, and said, 20 “Go, stand in the temple
and speak to the people all the words of this life.”

2.) Be encouraged - the Holy Spirit is empowering us




Acts 1:4-9
And being assembled together with them, He commanded them not to depart from
Jerusalem, but to wait for the Promise of the Father, “which,” He said, “you have heard
from Me; 5 for John truly baptized with water, but you shall be baptized with the Holy
Spirit not many days from now.” 6 Therefore, when they had come together, they
asked Him, saying, “Lord, will You at this time restore the kingdom to Israel?” 7 And He
said to them, “It is not for you to know times or seasons which the Father has put in His
own authority. 8 But you shall receive power when the Holy Spirit has come upon you;
and you shall be witnesses to Me in Jerusalem, and in all Judea and Samaria, and to
the end of the earth.” :9 Now when He had spoken these things, while they watched,
He was taken up, and a cloud received Him out of their sight.

3.) Be encouraged - the Holy Spirit is calling us

Titus 2:11-13
For the grace of God that brings salvation has appeared to all men, 12 teaching us
that, denying ungodliness and worldly lusts, we should live soberly, righteously, and
godly in the present age, 13 looking for the blessed hope and glorious appearing of our
great God and Savior Jesus Christ,

2 Timothy 4:6-8
For | am already being poured out as a drink offering, and the time of my departure is
at hand. 7 | have fought the good fight, | have finished the race, | have kept the faith. 8
Finally, there is laid up for me the crown of righteousness, which the Lord, the
righteous Judge, will give to me on that Day, and not to me only but also to all who
have loved His appearing.

4.) Be encouraged - the Holy Spirit is ordaining us

Matthew 10:16
“Behold, | send you out as sheep in the midst of wolves. Therefore be wise as
serpents and harmless as doves.




John 15:5,16
‘I am the vine, you are the branches. He who abides in Me, and | in him, bears much
fruit; for without Me you can do nothing, 16 You did not choose Me, but | chose you
and appointed you that you should go and bear fruit, and that your fruit should remain,
that whatever you ask the Father in My name He may give you.

5.) Be encouraged - the Holy Spirit is equipping us

Ephesians 4:11-13
And He Himself gave some to be apostles, some prophets, some evangelists, and
some pastors and teachers, 12 for the equipping of the saints for the work of ministry,
for the edifying of the body of Christ, 13 till we all come to the unity of the faith and of
the knowledge of the Son of God, to a perfect man, to the measure of the stature of the
fullness of Christ;

Romans 12:3-8

For | say, through the grace given to me, to everyone who is among you, not to think of

himself more highly than he ought to think, but to think soberly, as God has dealt to each
one a measure of faith. 4 For as we have many members in one body, but all the

members do not have the same function, 5 so we, being many, are one body in Christ,

and individually members of one another. 6 Having then gifts differing according to the
grace that is given to us, let us use them: if prophecy, let us prophesy in proportion to our
faith; 7 or ministry, let us use it in our ministering; he who teaches, in teaching; 8 he who
exhorts, in exhortation; he who gives, with liberality; he who leads, with diligence; he who

shows mercy, with cheerfulness.

6.) Be encouraged - the Holy Spirit is anointing us

Acts 4:31
And when they had prayed, the place where they were assembled together was
shaken; and they were all filled with the Holy Spirit, and they spoke the word of God
with boldness.




Acts 6:8-9 & Acts 7:55-56
And Stephen, full of faith and power, did great wonders and signs among the people. 9 Then
there arose some from what is called the Synagogue of the Freedmen (Cyrenians,
Alexandrians, and those from Cilicia and Asia), disputing with Stephen. 10 And they were not
able to resist the wisdom and the Spirit by which he spoke, 7:55 But he, being full of the Holy
Spirit, gazed into heaven and saw the glory of God, and Jesus standing at the right hand of
God, 56 and said, “Look! | see the heavens opened and the Son of Man standing at the right
hand of God!”

7.) Be encouraged - the Holy Spirit is deploying us

Acts 4:1-21
Now as they spoke to the people, the priests, the captain of the temple, and the Sadducees came
upon them, 2 being greatly disturbed that they taught the people and preached in Jesus the
resurrection from the dead. 3 And they laid hands on them, and put them in custody until the next
day, for it was already evening 4 However, many of those who heard the word believed; and the
number of the men came to be about five thousand. :5 And it came to pass, on the next day, that their
rulers, elders, and scribes, 6 as well as Annas the high priest, Caiaphas, John, and Alexander, and as
many as were of the family of the high priest, were gathered together at Jerusalem. 7 And when they
had set them in the midst, they asked, “By what power or by what name have you done this?” :8 Then
Peter, filled with the Holy Spirit, said to them, “Rulers of the people and elders of Israel: 9 If we this
day are judged for a good deed done to a helpless man, by what means he has been made well, 10
let it be known to you all, and to all the people of Israel, that by the name of Jesus Christ of Nazareth,
whom you crucified, whom God raised from the dead, by Him this man stands here before you whole.
11 This is the “stone, which was rejected by you builders, which has become the chief cornerstone.’
12 Nor is there salvation in any other, for there is no other name under heaven given among men by
which we must be saved.” :13 Now when they saw the boldness of Peter and John, and perceived
that they were uneducated and untrained men, they marveled. And they realized that they had been
with Jesus. 14 And seeing the man who had been healed standing with them, they could say nothing
against it. 15 But when they had commanded them to go aside out of the council, they conferred
among themselves, 16 saying, “What shall we do to these men? For, indeed, that a notable miracle
has been done through them is evident to all who dwell in Jerusalem, and we cannot deny it. 17 But
so that it spreads no further among the people, let us severely threaten them, that from now on they
speak to no man in this name.” :18 So they called them and commanded them not to speak at all nor
teach in the name of Jesus. 19 But Peter and John answered and said to them, “Whether it is right in
the sight of God to listen to you more than to God, you judge. 20 For we cannot but speak the things
which we have seen and heard.” 21 So when they had further threatened them, they let them go,
finding no way of punishing them, because of the people, since they all glorified God for what had
been done.
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
