THE BOOK OF HEBREWS PRESENTS;
JESUS CHRIST AS - THE ONE AND ONLY.

Every way all of the Scriptures, all of the prophets, and all of the events revealed in scripture
point to the centrality of Jesus Christ as being the Alpha and the Omega the first and the last
the Almighty God — and Savior of the world.

The Supremacy and the Centrality
of the Biblical account of who Jesus Christ is.

Colossians 2:16-17
So let no one judge you in food or in drink, or regarding a festival or a new moon or sabbaths,
17 which are a shadow of things to come, but the substance is of Christ.




Hebrews 10:1-5
For the law, having a shadow of the good things to come, and not the very image of the things,
can never with these same sacrifices, which they offer continually year by year, make those
who approach perfect. 2 For then would they not have ceased to be offered? For the
worshipers, once purified, would have had no more consciousness of sins. 3 But in those
sacrifices there is a reminder of sins every year. 4 For it is not possible that the blood of bulls
and goats could take away sins. :5 Therefore, when Christ came into the world, He said:

Normally Assumptions are not good things — however in this case, God assumes that
every human being is aware of His existence and that He speaks.

This is one more reason why we believe in the Dispensations of God.
Meaning that God “orders things” or “God’s appointments things.” In a literal
way. Creation, Israel, History, the Church, The Last Days...




It is the time between (1) the first coming of Jesus 2,000 years
ago, to His (2) second coming, will be His return to Israel

The Final word to mankind is in and through Jesus Christ.
Jesus came so that we might know the Father. Jesus was and is “The Final
Word” to mankind. The book of Revelation is Known as the FIFTH Gospel,

Revelation 1:1

We need to be careful here —
not of the Bible, but of our limited ability to comprehend.

John 1:16-18
And of His fullness we have all received, and grace for grace. 17 For the law was given through
Moses, but grace and truth came through Jesus Christ. 18 No one has seen God at any time.
The only begotten Son, who is in the bosom of the Father, He has declared Him.

It is true — that God is Spirit,
but do not think that God is not tangible as we understand “contact.”
Do not think Him as a ghost-like image or some ethereal, gas or vapor or fog.

Deuteronomy 4:15-19
“Take careful heed to yourselves, for you saw no form when the LORD spoke to you at Horeb
out of the midst of the fire, 16 lest you act corruptly and make for yourselves a carved image in
the form of any figure: the likeness of male or female, 17 the likeness of any animal that is on
the earth or the likeness of any winged bird that flies in the air, 18 the likeness of anything that
creeps on the ground or the likeness of any fish that is in the water beneath the earth. 19 And
take heed, lest you lift your eyes to heaven, and when you see the sun, the moon, and the
stars, all the host of heaven, you feel driven to worship them and serve them, which the LORD
your God has given to all the peoples under the whole heaven as a heritage.
