And again: “I will be to Him a Father, And He shall be to Me a Son”? :6 But when He 
again brings the firstborn into the world, He says: “Let all the angels of God worship Him.” 7 And of 

the angels He says: “Who makes His angels spirits And His ministers a flame of fire.” 8 But to the Son 
He says: “Your throne, O God, is forever and ever; A scepter of righteousness is the scepter of Your 

kingdom. 9 You have loved righteousness and hated lawlessness; Therefore God, Your God, has 
anointed You With the oil of gladness more than Your companions…..” 10 And: “You, LORD, in the 

beginning laid the foundation of the earth, And the heavens are the work of Your hands. 11 They will 
perish, but You remain; And they will all grow old like a garment; 12 Like a cloak You will fold them up, 
And they will be changed. But You are the same, And Your years will not fail.” :13 But to which of the 
angels has He ever said: “Sit at My right hand, Till I make Your enemies Your footstool”?

again: “I will be to Him a Father, And He shall be to Me a Son”? 
 

Immediately we are introduced to the limitations of Angels. 
A warning against the human propensity to be an emerald with the spirit realm. 

 

Isaiah 6:1-3 
In the year that King Uzziah died, I saw the Lord sitting on a throne, high and lifted up, and the train of 
His robe filled the temple. 2 Above it stood seraphim; each one had six wings: with two he covered his 

face, with two he covered his feet, and with two he flew. 3 And one cried to another and said: 
“Holy, holy, holy is the LORD of hosts; The whole earth is full of His glory!” 

 

Daniel 10:12-13 
Then he said to me, “Do not fear, Daniel, for from the first day that you set your heart to understand, 

and to humble yourself before your God, your words were heard; and I have come because of your 
words. 13 But the prince of the kingdom of Persia withstood me twenty-one days; and behold, 

Michael, one of the chief princes, came to help me, for I had been left alone there with the 
kings of Persia.

The intent that now the manifold wisdom of God might be made known by the 
church to the principalities and powers in the heavenly places, 11 according to

Therefore God, Your God, has anointed You With the oil of gladness more than 
Your companion.” :10 And: “You, LORD, in the beginning laid the foundation 

of the earth, And the heavens are the work of Your hands. 11 They will perish,
