15 But the Holy Spirit also witnesses to us; for after He had 
said before, 16 “This is the covenant that I will make with them after those days, says the LORD: I will put My 

laws into their hearts, and in their minds I will write them,” 17 then He adds, “Their sins and their lawless 
deeds I will remember no more.” 18 Now where there is remission of these, there is no longer an offering for 
sin. 19 Therefore, brethren, having boldness to enter the Holiest by the blood of Jesus, 20 by a new and living 

way which He consecrated for us, through the veil, that is, His flesh, 21 and having a High Priest over the 
house of God, 22 let us draw near with a true heart in full assurance of faith, having our hearts sprinkled from 

an evil conscience and our bodies washed with pure water. 23 Let us hold fast the confession of our hope 
without wavering, for He who promised is faithful. 24 And let us consider one another in order to stir up love 

and good works, 25 not forsaking the assembling of ourselves together, as is the manner of some, but 
exhorting one another, and so much the more

13 from that time waiting till (this is us now) His enemies are made His footstool. 
 

enemies  grk: ech’thros 
holding hostility toward another (God), battling against or warring against or to be 
in opposition to another (God), hating, desiring the destruction of another (God). 
to wish (God) dead.

Galatians 3:1-3 
O foolish Galatians! Who has bewitched you that you should not obey the truth, before whose 

eyes Jesus Christ was clearly portrayed among you as crucified? 2 This only I want to learn 
from you: Did you receive the Spirit by the works of the law, or by the hearing of faith? 3 Are 

you so foolish? Having begun in the Spirit, are you now being made perfect by the flesh? 
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Philippians 3:17-19 
Brethren, join in following my example, and note those who so walk, as you have us for a 

pattern. 18 For many walk, of whom I have told you often, and now tell you even weeping, 
that they are the enemies of the cross of Christ: 19 whose end is destruction, whose god is 

their belly, and whose glory is in their shame - - who set their mind on earthly things.

“Let your waist be girded and your lamps burning; 36 and you yourselves be like men who wait 
for their master, when he will return from the wedding, that when he comes and knocks they 

may open to him immediately. 37 Blessed are those servants whom the master, when he 
comes, will find watching… 40 Therefore you also be ready, for the Son of Man is coming at an 
hour you do not expect… 42 “Who then is that faithful and wise steward, whom his master will 
make ruler over his household, to give them their portion of food in due season? 43 Blessed is 
that servant whom his master will find so doing when he comes. 44 Truly, I say to you that he 
will make him ruler over all that he has. 45 But if that servant says in his heart, “My master is 
delaying his coming,’ and begins to beat the male and female servants, and to eat and drink 

and be drunk, 46 the master of that servant will come on a day when he is not looking for him, 
and at an hour when he is not aware, and will cut him in two and appoint him his portion with

The Adding to or taking away from Biblical Doctrine – 
 

“There’s Another Testament or Another second Gospel” 
 

 

Proverbs 30:6 
Do not add to His words, lest He rebuke you, and you be found a liar. 

 

2 Peter 2:1-2 
But there were also false prophets among the people, even as there will be false teachers 

among you, who will secretly bring in destructive heresies, even denying the Lord who bought 
them, and bring on themselves swift destruction. 2 And many will follow their destructive 

ways, because of whom the way of truth will be blasphemed. 
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Galatians 1:6-9 
I marvel that you are turning away so soon from Him who called you in the grace of Christ, to a 

different gospel, 7 which is not another; but there are some who trouble you and want to 
pervert the gospel of Christ. 8 But even if we, or an angel from heaven, preach any other 
gospel to you than what we have preached to you, let him be accursed. 9 As we have said 
before, so now I say again, if anyone preaches any other gospel to you than what you have 

received, let him be accursed.

For such are false apostles, deceitful workers, transforming themselves into apostles of Christ. 
14 And no wonder! For Satan himself transforms himself into an angel of light. 15 Therefore it 

is no great thing if his ministers also transform themselves into ministers of righteousness, 
whose end will be according to their works.

For I testify to everyone who hears the words of the prophecy of this book: If anyone adds to 
these things, God will add to him the plagues that are written in this book; 19 and if anyone 

takes away from the words of the book of this prophecy, God shall take away his part from the 
Book of Life, from the holy city, and from the things which are written in this book.

testifies to these things says, “Surely I am coming quickly.” 

 
quickly  grk:  ta’chu: (ta-shoe) 

to be in a state of waiting at the moment of {tachu} then to be suddenly and quickly set in motion. 
The Greek word implies that once the moment / movement begins, it will finish quickly soon 
afterward it’s commencement. 

 

An Illustration 

Look at it this way. You’re at a track and field event and you’ve been waiting all day 

long to watch your favorite event, the 400-meter sprint. But you’re not sure when that 

event will take place on the program. The only thing you know for sure is that the event 

will take place as part of the track and field meet. 
 

Then an announcement is made – “the 400-meter sprint is next. The runners take their 

place, everyone is in position and while all (the runners and the crowd) are in a state of 

waiting, the known only to the official does he fire the starters gun and off they go, the 

entire event begins  

and ends within 44.5 seconds. 
 

Verse 13 

from that time waiting till His enemies are made His footstool. 
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footstool grk: hupo’po’dion 
the resting place for the foot of a sovereign or for a conquering general. to place 
the foot (boot) on the neck of a vanquished enemy in a victorious display.

4a.) Re-Created at His Cost        vs. 14 
 

 

14 For by one offering He has perfected forever those who are being sanctified.  

 

2 Corinthians 5:17 
Therefore, if anyone is in Christ, he is a new creation; old things have passed away; behold, all things have 

become new. 

 

Revelation 21:1-5 
Now I saw a new heaven and a new earth, for the first heaven and the first earth had passed away. Also there 

was no more sea. 2 Then I, John, saw the holy city, New Jerusalem, coming down out of heaven from God, 
prepared as a bride adorned for her husband. 3 And I heard a loud voice from heaven saying, “Behold, the 

tabernacle of God is with men, and He will dwell with them, and they shall be His people. God Himself will be 
with them and be their God. 4 And God will wipe away every tear from their eyes; there shall be no more 

death, nor sorrow, nor crying. There shall be no more pain, for the former things have passed away.” :5 Then 
He who sat on the throne said, “Behold, I make all things new.” And He said to me, “Write,  

for these words are true and faithful.”

19 Therefore, brethren, having boldness to enter the Holiest by the blood of Jesus, 20 by a 
new (verses the old) and living (verses the dead) way  

 

Prior to the coming of the Messiah, The Salvation of God - Jesus Christ 

Would first become mankind’s all in all.

Jesus the Christ would become one of us. 
 

#2 
Jesus the Christ would reveal to mankind the Father.

Jesus the Christ would reveal to us His Kingdom

Jesus the Christ would become our Sacrifice for sins.

which He consecrated for us, through the veil, that is, His flesh, 21 and having a High Priest 
over the house of God, 22 let us draw near  
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Isaiah 1:16-18 
“Wash yourselves, make yourselves clean; put away the evil of your doings from before My 
eyes. Cease to do evil, 17 learn to do good; seek justice, rebuke the oppressor; defend the 

fatherless, plead for the widow. 18 “Come now, and let us reason together,” says the LORD, 
“Though your sins are like scarlet, they shall be as white as snow; though they are red like 

crimson, they shall be as wool. 
 

Matthew 11:28-29 
Come to Me, all you who labor and are heavy laden, and I will give you rest. 29 Take My yoke 
upon you and learn from Me, for I am gentle and lowly in heart, and you will find rest for your 

souls.

6a.) Jesus is Great by virtue of His faithfulness    vs. 23 
 

 

23 Let us hold fast the confession of our hope without wavering, 
for He who promised is faithful.  

 

Notice what is being “Held On To” here with a grip – it is 
{ The Confession of Our Hope } 
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This means to possess, to own what is available. 
 

And its all, all of it, all as in all there is, all, 
all of it is 100% based upon – God keeping His promises. 

 

1 Corinthians 1:9 
God is faithful, by whom you were called into the fellowship of  

His Son, Jesus Christ our Lord. 
 

1 Corinthians 10:13 
No temptation has overtaken you except such as is common to man; but God is faithful, who 
will not allow you to be tempted beyond what you are able, but with the temptation will also 

make the way of escape,  
that you may be able to bear it. 

 

2 Corinthians 1:18b 
God is faithful.

6b.) Jesus is Great by the examples He has left us   vs. 24 
 

 

24 And let us consider one another in order to stir up love and good works,  
 

Jesus said, “We must consider one another.” 
 

Jesus said, “We must love one another.” 
 

Jesus said, “We must go about doing good.” 
 

John 13:34-35 
A new commandment I give to you, that you love one another; as I have loved you, that you 
also love one another. 35 By this all will know that you are My disciples, if you have love for 

one another.”

6c.) Jesus is Great and He is coming again    vs. 25 
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25 not forsaking the assembling of ourselves together, as is the manner of some, but exhorting 
one another, and so much the more  

as you see the Day approaching. 

 

You are now well into those days when more and more “churches” are 
going to drift off course and away from biblical orthodoxy.  

 

This will happen as their leaders fail at keeping their private lives pure 
and their personal time with Jesus alive. 

 

Churches (pastors) are slipping away from what it means to be  
a New Testament Church. 

 

( Ever so slowly they will cower back from the frontlines ) 
 

To Preach the Gospel of Repentance. 
To Disciple a believer and the church in righteousness. 
To Pray and Intercede for one another, church, community & the world. 
To Teach verse by verse - equipping the church for personal ministry. 
To Evangelize the lost within our reach. (using all technologies available) 
 

Ephesians 1:22-23 NLT 
God has put all things under the authority of Christ and has made him head over all things 
for the benefit of the church. 23 And the church is his body; it is made full and complete by 

Christ, who fills all things everywhere with himself. 
 

Ephesians 4:13-15 
Till we all come to the unity of the faith and of the knowledge of the Son of God, to a perfect 
man, to the measure of the stature of the fullness of Christ; 14 that we should no longer be 
children, tossed to and fro and carried about with every wind of doctrine, by the trickery of 
men, in the cunning craftiness of deceitful plotting, 15 but, speaking the truth in love, may 

grow up in all things into Him who is the head - Christ. 
 

Revelation 21:5-8 
And the one sitting on the throne said, “Look, I am making everything new!” And then he 

said to me, “Write this down, for what I tell you is trustworthy and true.” 6 And he also said, 
“It is finished! I am the Alpha and the Omega - the Beginning and the End. To all who are 
thirsty I will give freely from the springs of the water of life. 7 All who are victorious will 
inherit all these blessings, and I will be their God, and they will be my children. :8 “But 

cowards, unbelievers, the corrupt, murderers, the immoral, those who practice witchcraft, 
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idol worshipers, and all liars - their fate is in the fiery lake of burning sulfur. This is the 
second death.” 

 
Being Born a Second Time means you will only die once. But if you are never born again, you 
will have to suffer dying twice. One death is for a moment, physical death. The second death
